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Special Installation Guidelines for Ambulances and other Emergency Response Vehicles:

It is permissible to install a Radian car seat in a rear-facing passenger seat of an ambulance or
specialized emergency response vehicle. In these cases, install the Radian car seat in its upright,
‘forward-facing’ configuration (with the child facing the rear of the vehicle).

Special Consideration for Reclined Position
If it is deemed necessary for the safety and well-being of the child to be transported in the reclined

posture typical of a rear-facing child seat, it is permissible to install the Radian car seat in its rear-facing
installation configuration on a properly secured ambulance gurney with the child facing the rear of the
vehicle.

Side-facing vehicle seats are not allowed for use with child safety seats. However, if that is the only
available seat position in a vehicle that must be used to transport a child in an emergency situation,
then it is permissible to install the Radian car seat in such a seating position, but only in its ‘forward-
facing’ installation configuration (i.e. with the Radian’s seatback against the vehicle wall and the child
facing towards the center of the vehicle) and top tether must be utilized
